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Valley will be running two levies on Tuesday, March 8, 2022.   On the ballot will be 

the every two years supplemental levy, and every five years plant facility levy.  

These two levies are ongoing from years past and have helped Valley School       

District with building repairs and maintenance, as well as supporting instructional 

programs.   

The supplemental levy will seek voter approval for $300,000 per year for 2 years  

(The last supplemental levy was held in 2020).  Our supplemental levy is used to 

help pay for a certified teacher, five paraprofessionals, extra-curricular busing, and 

full day kindergarten.  

The plant facility levy will seek voter approval for $300,000 per year, for 5 years.  

(The last plant facility levy was held in 2017.). Our plant facility levy is used to help 

pay for our technology devices, building repairs, regular maintenance and upkeep 

to facilities.
